Two Exam Papers -Essays (each 50%)
 
Students will be required to write two well-organized 10-15 page papers, one of the freely chosen topics: 1.one for Mid term on Western or Eastern philosophy; 2. but the topic of another paper for Final exam is under discretion of the researcher within programme.  Specific paper topics will be handed out a week before the paper is due.  Each paper will be worth 50% for final grading.
 
       These two papers (Mid and Final) will substitute two exams usually to be taken during the semester.  However, the choice of exams will also be retained once the student wishes it and it will include the material covered in the class programmes.  Students will be given a list of possible exam questions approximately one week before each exam.  The exams will be in essay format.

To develop written analytical skills

To strengthen one’s ability to write comparatively

To write in an organized and coherent manner under time constraints

To critically reflect on complex ideas presented in readings

To give voice to one’s own position

To develop trust in one’s own philosophical judgment
